Born in Dallas, Joyce always had a flair for entertainment. She sang, acted, and danced at
Beaumont High School, in community theater, and national touring road shows of such classics
as "Carousel," "Oklahoma!", and "Pajama Game." One summer she toured with the Guy
Lombardo Orchestra.

Joyce’s early dramatic interests changed during college when she met a pair of attorneys that
offered her an opportunity to become a private investigator. For the next 37 years, Joyce inves-
tigated cases involving millionaires, movie stars, and mobsters. Along the way she met some
serial killers. She’d work in 11 states before retiring to the Palm Springs area and began her
writing career.Foy

Armed with her PhD in marketing and an interest in writing, she met such notables as Ray
Bradbury, Rod Thorp, James Frey, and Charles Schultz. Eventually, she completed the Harbor
Pointe Mystery Series, a trilogy fictionalizing several of her own real-life cases. Joyce has writ-
ten 10 books and ghost written many more. She also wrote her first play, "Valley Confidential"
that was nominated in 12 categories for the 2005 Desert Stars awards. "Power Marketing Your
Novel" won the IRWIN 2000 award. "Only Make Believe" (the life story of MGM sensation,
Howard Keel) won the Hollywood Book Festival award in 2007.

In 2000, Congresswoman Mary Bono gave her a Woman of Distinction award. In 2003, the
Desert Post Weekly named her one of the Top 25 Women in the Coachella Valley to Watch.

Along with Emmy-award winner, David Holman, Joyce joined Hollywood East Productions. They’ve written several screenplays that
are in development.

A life-long Dallas Cowboy fan, she helped get former Cowboy #70 Rayfield Wright’s authorized biography "Wright Up Front" in print.
#80 Tony Hill’s family’s story should be published in early 2008—"From Selma to the Super Bowl." And an updated edition of her
marketing book is also in the works. In addition to touring and teaching creative writing around the U.S., Joyce has two feature films
in production: 4th and Goal, the story of a blind field goal kicker, and Valentino, the story of an Italian underground fighter. She also
has several TV shows and other projects in development. Joyce belongs to Women in Film, the Dallas Producer’s Association, and
the Dallas Screenwriters Association.
